Brickell’s skyscrapers and rooftop pools are unreal. I’ve relaxed in infinity pools
here, gazing at Biscayne Bay.
My Experience: A high-rise condo on Brickell Ave had an infinity pool that felt like
swimming in the sky. The gymand spawere perfect after dining nearby. A rooftop
pool studio on SE 5th St was ideal for sunset drinks, with Miami’s skyline glowing.

Coconut Grove: Tropical Serenity
Coconut Grove’s lush vibe is perfect for private pools. I’ve chilled in tiki huts here,
feeling far from Miami’s hustle.

Wynwood’s murals and hip energy pair perfectly with stylish pools. I’ve enjoyed
poolside evenings here after mural-hopping.
My Experience: An artsy loft on NW 2nd Ave had a rooftop pool where I watched
Wynwood’s lights sparkle. A private home on NW 24th St with a heated pool was
perfect for grilling after a day of murals—Coyo Taco’s $9–$13 tacos were a short
walk away.

Biscayne Park: Private Villa Bliss
Biscayne Park’s quiet charm is ideal for private pools. I’ve kayaked from rentals
here, then relaxed poolside.
My Experience: A villa on NE 6th Ave let me kayak from the backyard and lounge

Tips for Booking Your Miami Airbnb with Pool
From my Miami adventures, here’s how to find the perfect Miami Airbnb with
pool in 2025:
• Check Pool Features: Look for heated or saltwater pools (February lows∼65°F).
Reviews often note cleanliness (e.g., “Pool was pristine!” — a recent guest).

• Verify Amenities: Ensure Wi-Fi, parking, or kitchens. Free parking saves $30–
$60/day.

• Understand Fees: Cleaning fees ($50–$150) or pet fees ($100–$150/stay) add
up. Check for strict cancellation policies.

• Book Early: Peak season (December–April) fills fast. Reserve 3–6 months out.
• Read Reviews: Guests often praise pool quality (e.g., “Best pool ever!” — a
recent guest). Aim for 4.8+ Airbnb ratings and Superhost status.

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Sample 3-Day Itinerarywith aMiami Airbnbwith Pool
Here’s a 2025 itinerary for aMiami Airbnb with pool in Biscayne Park (e.g., villa,
$250–$450/night) for a family of 4:
• Day1 (BiscaynePark): Morning kayaking (if included), afternoonat SouthBeach
(free), evening poolside BBQ ($30–$50 groceries for 4). Cost: $30–$50.

• Day 2 (Wynwood): Explore free Wynwood Walls, lunch at Coyo Taco ($36–$52
for 4 tacos at $9–$13 each), relax by your private pool.
